The chapel's retable - a
panel, proceeding from the
old monastery, in alabaster
and matble that was sculp-
tured by Nicholas Chanteréne.

. The Arab room - This
room was integrally
W painted  with  "trompe-

¥ loeil" by Paolo Pizzi Its
Arab decoration and con-
struction  suggests  new
plans and new perspectives
for the room, giving it a new dimension almost un-
real.

In the extetior of the palace we must refer:

The Arc of the Triton—
it is decorated with the
manueline style and it is
kept by a hybrid being
half-fish, half-man, de-
signed by D. Fernando,
which drew it as an
"allegotical Porch of the
creation of the wotld", it
seems to summarize in
symbolic terms the theory
of the "four elements".
